How to get to Aegina and it’s resorts

Wondering about the way to get to Aegina?! To arrive at Aegina, it is necessary to take either a ferry or the Flying Dolphin from Piraeus. The ferry will take approximately 1 hour 20 minutes and can be a pleasant relaxing way of reaching the Island. The Flying Dolphin, on the other hand tales approximately 35 minutes, and whilst being quick and efficient, can be a bumpy journey, if the sea is not still. Shortly after leaving Piraeus, you will notice a rather ugly island; don't worry. This isn't Aegina, but Salamis, which are now predominantly a military base and the scene of a famous historical battle.
On the island itself, the main transport is by bus or Taxi. The Buses leave from the Bus Station near the statue of Kapodistrias to the North of the main quay and while taxis can be hailed virtually anywhere, this is also the location of the main taxi rank.
To catch a bus to anywhere on the Island, you need to get it from the Town. For example, if you wanted to go to Souvala from Aghia Marina, you could not get a bus direct, you would need to get a bus from Aghia Marina to Aegina Town, and then get another one to Souvala.
Most of the taxis are now modern Mercedes, unlike the old taxi.  
It is also possible to hire bikes and motorbikes also. 

There are a number of hotels in the main town and at Agia Marina if you want to spend more than a day and in fact it is not a bad place to base yourself out of if you don't feel like staying in the city of Athens but still want to see the sites. You can get from the port of Aegina and be standing on the Acropolis in an hour.
